In the gospel readings prior to today’s gospel, the religious leaders
had rejected Jesus’ teachings about possessions. This parable
addresses their attitude. The rich man was oblivious to the needs of
the poor beggar, not realizing the seriousness of his complacency.
The indifference of the rich man led him to an eternal situation worse
than that of Lazarus on earth. What choices can you or have you
made to balance your own life with those who are homeless, poor,
and in need of assistance for daily living?
